Assembly

Setting up the Tool Arm

Insert the height adjuster and the arm on the
shaft and adjust the knob.

In case of using both left and right arms, set
them as shown in the picture, according with
the letter back of the arm support, to keep the
supports at the same height.

Height Adjustment

The support allows adjustment for different
heights according to your work needs through
the vertical axis.

Slide the arm to the appropriate height and
secure by tightening the knob to guarantee
stability.

Maintenance

- Check periodically that the Hand Support is

clean,especially the sliding parts and the shaft.

- Use a damp cloth when cleaning. Alcohol
can only be used to clean the metal parts.

- Replace any defective damaged parts.
Use original JBC spare parts only.
