Assembly

1. Fixing the Flange
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2.Setting up the Tool Arm
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Fix the flange on your work table with the
supplied screws, nuts and washers.

Height Adjustment

The RHT-A Arm allows adjustment for different
heights according to your work needs through
the vertical axis.

Slide the arm to the appropriate height and

secure by tightening the knob to guarantee
stability.

Maintenance
- Check periodically that the RHT-A is clean,
especially the sliding parts and the shaft.

- Use a damp cloth when cleaning. Alcohol
can only be used to clean the metal parts.

- Replace any defective damaged parts.
Use original JBC spare parts only.

Fit the tool arm onto the base and tighten the
SCrew.

The tool arm position should be like the image
according with the letter back of the arm
support.
